(1) At BL Level 2, all lecturers are required to have completed BL Level 1 (utilise BRIGHTEN as the course ;
I repository).

(2) BL Level 2 promotes engagement and participation of students on BRIGHTEN. The requlrements
i include:
® To utilise various functions available in BRIGHTEN to enhance teaching and learning w1th0ut

reducing face-to-face time |
® Conduct a minimum of THREE (3) activities on BRIGHTEN (e.g. forum, Mentimeter, Kahoot!, ;
Padlet, etc.) !
® Conduct a minimum of TWO (2) assessments on BRIGHTEN (e.g. quizzes, assignments)

1(3) Courses that are excluded from the BL Level 2 implementation include:
® Laboratory
® Project
® Industrial Training
® Thesis
® Dissertation
